Installing Dev-C++

The following are the installation instructions for the BloodShed Dev-C++ compiler.

1. Download a copy of the Dev-C++ compiler and class files from this location: http://k0lee.com/csc160/csc160.zip (please note, if you type in that URL, the character after the letter k is a ‘zero’).  Your flash drive should have at least 500 MB capacity to store and unzip the files.  Unzip the file to a folder on your desktop.
2. On your home computer, make a folder called  Dev-Cpp  in the root directory of your  C:  drive.

3. Copy all the files from the flash drive into the  Dev-Cpp  folder on the C: drive.  
4. After copying all the files, double click My Computer.  Then double click Local Drive (C:).  
5. Find the  Dev-Cpp  folder and double click into it.

6. Locate the devcpp  executable file and double click it.  After a few moments, the Dev-C++ IDE (editor) will appear.
7. On the menu line, point and single click Tools, then click Compiler Options.

8. Point and click on the Directories tab.  Below, four new tabs will appear – Binaries, Libraries, C Includes, C++ Includes.
9. Click the Binaries tab.  In the display are you should see two absolute paths:
C:\Dev-Cpp\Bin

C:\Dev-Cpp\lib\gcc-lib\mingw32\3.2


If the paths are not as seen above, follow step 10 to edit them.

10. Double click the path to be corrected.  It should now appear in the edit box below the display area.  Point and click the mouse to insert the cursor into the portion of the path that needs editing.  Edit using the backspace/delete keys and type the correction.  Proof read your correction.  Once satisfied, click the Replace button.  
11. Click the Libraries tab.  It should contain the following absolute path:

C:\Dev-Cpp\lib

12. Click the C Includes tab.  It should contain the following absolute path:
C:\Dev-Cpp\include

13. Click the C++ Includes tab.  It should contain the following absolute paths:

C:\Dev-Cpp\include\c++

C:\Dev-Cpp\include\c++\mingw32

C:\Dev-Cpp\include\c++\backward

C:\Dev-Cpp\include

14. Once all these absolute paths have been checked and corrected, click the OK button.  Now, try compiling and running a program.
